Istanbul Protocoll: Principles common to all codes

Patients are the best judge of their own interests. This requires health
professionals to give normal precedence to a competent adult patient’s
wishes rather than to the views of any person inauthority about what

would be best for that individual.

Where the patient is unconscious, health professionals must make a

judgement about how that person’s best interests can be protected.
